Descendants of Daniel McCracken  

Son of James McCracken and Rebecca Greenwood  

 

Daniel McCracken is the fifth son of James McCracken Sr. and was born about 1784 and came to 

Clearfield County with his family about 1801/02 where he literally found and married his wife 

Elizabeth Ann Corrigan. Elizabeth was born about 1786/87 in Nittany Valley to David Corrigan 

and his wife, first name unknown (Smith) who was born in England and Wales respectively. 

Elizabeth Corrigan was bound by a McClure family and brought to Clearfield County in 1801. 

The story of Elizabeth Corrigan goes that one day she was sent to find a cow that had strayed. In 

search of the animal she wandered into the wilderness and got lost. In those days there were still 

Indians and wild wolves, bears and such roaming the area. She found the cow and it instinctively 

proceeded to return home but Elizabeth thought that it was going the wrong direction and

and nights without any luck. Finally McClure told the young men that whoever found her could 

have her for a wife.  Daniel, being one of the young men among the search party, packed a lunch 

for a few days and set out in earnest to find the missing girl.  

She had wandered about 10 miles and ended up on an island in the middle of the Susquehanna 

River. 3ÈÅ ÈÁÄ ÈÅÁÒÄ ÔÈÁÔ ×ÉÌÄ ÁÎÉÍÁÌÓ ×ÏÕÌÄÎȭÔ ÃÒÏÓÓ ÔÈÅ ÒÉÖÅÒ ÁÎÄ ÓÈÅ ÆÅÌÔ ÔÈÁÔ ×ÏÕÌÄ ÂÅ ÔÈÅ 

safest place for her. She had spent the nights curled up by a log on that tiny island where she was 

found by her future husband, Daniel McCracken. He offered her something to eat and brought 

her back to her family. They were married in 1807.  She bore him six sons and one daughter.   

They are first found as a family on the 1810 census in Pike Township when they were both 

between 16 and 26 with one son under 10. By 1820 they had five more sons and on the 1830 census 

they have a daughter. On the 1840 census the oldest son has left home and they have 4 sons 

between 20 and 30, one son between 15 and 20 and one daughter between 10 and 15.  
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On the 1850 census all the children have left home except Samuel age 41 and Ellen age 21. Daniel 

reports he is 68 and Ann is 64. Daniel died in 1856 and Samuel is the head of the household at age 

45 in 1860. He is a shoemaker, a trade that must have been passed down from his grandfather as 

there was shoemaking equipment among the possessions of James McCracken Sr. when the 

inventory was made in 1814. His mother Ann is 73 and his sister Ellen is 30. Elizabeth Ann 

(Corrigan) McCracken died in 1864. 

 

Greenwood McCracken  

(Greenwood

The first son of Daniel and Elizabeth (Corrigan) McCracken was born about 1808 in Clearfield 

County. He married the widow Mary (Henry) Rowles. Her first husband, William Rowles, died in 

1848 and she brought into the marriage with Greenwood McCracken, six children. On the 1850 

census in Ferguson Township the children are John H., Elizabeth A., Mary E., Susannah and 

Daniel Rowles. On the 1860 census there are three children at home Elizabeth age 21, Susan 18 and 

Daniel 17.  All are using the surname McCracken. Greenwood and Mary did not have any children 

between them. Greenwood died in 1864 and Mary died in 1867. She was born about 1799 in Ireland 

to John and Mary (McBride) Henry.  

 

Samuel McCracken   

(Samuel3, Daniel2, James McCracken1) 

Samuel was born about 1811/13 and was a member of an artillery company under the command of 

Captain Arthur Bell in July of 1843 as shown on the roster while they were camped at Brookville. 

Samuel is found on the 1850 census living at home with his parents and sister, Ellen.  On the 1860 

census he is listed as the head of the household at age 45, with his moth er Ann age 73 and his 

sister Ellen. No further records of Samuel have been found. 

 

James D. McCracken  

(James3, Daniel2, James McCracken1) 

James McCracken second son of Daniel and Elizabeth McCracken was born about 1813 and 

married November 29, 1851 Susanna Frantz. She was born in Union County in September 1832 to 

John and Mary (Steffey) Frantz. James and Susanna McCracken are first found on the 1860 census 

in Bloomington, Pike Township.  They report that he is 47 and a farmer, his wife is 27 and the 

children are Daniel age 8, Elias age 6, Mary Ann age 4 and Amanda age 1. 

On the 1870 census the family is living in Lumber City, Ferguson Township where James is 57 and 

is a Sawyer and his wife, Susanna is 37. Mary Ann is missing from the list of children and four

more are added John J. age 8, Ellen C. 6, Eliza D. 3 and George W. age 1. By 1880 they are in Bloom 

Township and James D. 67, and son John J. 18 works as labor and Eliza D. at age 13 is working 

outside the home. George W. 11 is at home and two more daughters, Susan L age 8 and Lydia F. 

age 5 are added to the family. 

The next time we find this family is in 1900 in Bloom Township where Susan reports that she is 67 

and a widow. She further reports that she has given birth to 10 children with eight still living. 

(Ellen died prior to 1880 and Elias died October 12, 1881) All the children are gone from the home 

but George W. age 31 and single born in April 1869 and Liddy F. age 27 and single born in May 

1876. James died prior to 1900 and Susanna died prior to 1910. Their children are: 

 

Daniel F. McCracken  

(Daniel4, James3, Daniel2, James McCracken1) 

Daniel was born in December 1852 and married April 19, 1880 Mary Ella Kester.  

Isaac Kester  the father of Ella (Kester) McCracken was born in Columbia County Pa. on October 

13, 1813 and was a son of Samuel Kester a native of the same county. Isaac married Mary Winner.  

They moved with their family to Clearfield in 1848 and settled in Penn Township near Lumber 

City. He later sold that property and bought another on which he lived out his days. He died 

October 19, 1884 and his wife passed on July 5, 1896. Ella Kester was the eighth of eleven children. 

The family of Ella Kester has been traced back to the immigrant ancestors, Johannes Kuster born 

in 1640 in Germany and died in 1740 in Germantown, Pa. and his wife Elizabeth Cassell also born 

about 1670 in Germany and died in 1728 in Germantown, Philadelphia County Pa.  The line of 

descent is Paul Kester 1706 ɀ 1746 born and died in Germantown, John Kester 1744 ɀ 1825 born in 

Chester County and died in Berks County, Samuel Kester 1771 ɀ 1845 he married Sarah Masters. He 

died in Millville, Columbia County and is the father of Isaac Masters Kester. 

Dan McCracken ÁÎÄ Ȱ-ÁÒÙȱ %ÌÌÁ +ÅÓÔÅÒ are first found in the Samuel Lewis Kester biography in 

the Commemorative biographical record of central Pennsylvania on page 868 where the writer 

tells us of the children of Isaac and Mary (Winner ) Kester  He tells us Ȱ%ÌÌÁ ÍÁÒÒÉÅÄ $ÁÎ 

McCracken, a farmer, of Penn Township and they have children Frank and Bessie.  

On the 1900 census in Lumber City, Penn Township the family is listed as Daniel McCracken born 

December 1852 age 47, married 19 years and works as labor. His wife is Mary born November 1854 

age 45 and has given birth to four children all living. The children are listed as Frank born August 

1883, Bessie C. born August 1889, Mary I. Born December 1891 and Dora born October 1895. 

By 1910 Daniel is a widower living in Altoona without his children and by 1920 two of his children 

are living with him Benjamin  F. 36 and single and Irene M. 28 and still single. Daniel McCracken 

died on August 6, 1932 in Altoona Blair County Pa. Their children were

Elias was born in 1854 and died on October 12, 1881. On the 1880 census Elias is 26, single and 

living with the Eli and Caroline Passmore family and working in the woods. 

 

Mary Ann McCracken  

(Mary4, James3, Daniel2, James McCracken1) 

Mary Ann was born in 1856 and married on February 26, 1876, Isaac M. Curry. He was born 

September 21, 1849 son of James and Rachel (Stugart) Curry of Centre County, Pa. They are first 

found in Lumber City on the 1880 census with one daughter Clare age 5. On the 1900 census they 

are in Union County Oregon. He is 50 and a farmer born in Pennsylvania in September 1849. Mary 

reports her age as 34, has been married for 26 years and is the mother of one child. She is clearly 

fudging her age unless she married at age 8.In April 1910 they are in Baker County Oregon Isaac is 

61 and Mary is 53.  Isaac died May 1, 1910 in Halfway Oregon.  

On February 5, 1920 at age 62 and widowed, Mary A. Curry is living with a daughter and her 

family in Pine, Baker County Oregon. The family is listed as John D. Carnahan a farmer, age 43 

born in Missouri. His wife is Marguerite age 42 working as a post master and born in 

Pennsylvania. They have a single daughter living at home at age 20 named Viola as well as a 22 

year-old married son Earnest M. Carnahan and his family. EÁÒÎÅÓÔȭÓ ×ÉÆÅ ÉÓ .ÅÖÁ %Ȣ ÁÇÅ άΪ ÂÏÒÎ ÉÎ 

Nebraska and their daughter Elizabeth V. age 1 month born in Oregon.  Mary Ann (McCracken)

She was born about 1876 in Clearfield County, Pennsylvania. She married in 1897, John Delonzo 

Carnahan born about 1875 in Missouri. They live next door to her parents in Baker County Oregon 

in 1910 with their two children Earnest ÁÎÄ 6ÉÏÌÁȢ *ÏÈÎȭÓ ÏÃcupation is Gold Miner and Clair works 

in sales in a retail store. Clair died April 2, 1925 in Baker County Oregon. Their children were: 
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Earnest Mathis Carnahan 

(Earnest Carnahan6, Clair Curry5, Mary4, James3, Daniel2, James McCracken1) 

Earnest was born October 28, 1897 in Oregon and married September 3, 1919, Neva E. Bowerman.  

On his WW I draft registration in 1918; he is living in Carson City, Baker County Oregon and gives 

his mother, M. C. Curry Carnahan as his next of kin. He is described as medium height and build 

with gray eyes and light hair. His mother, Mrs. Clair Carnahan was the registrar. Their children 

were Ernestine born in January 1920, Louvea born in 1922, Clara born in 1923, Keith born about 

1925 and Kenneth born about 1927.  Earnest and his wife were divorced before 1930 when she and 

the children moved in with her brother and father.  

 

Viola Carnahan 

(Viola Carnahan6, Clair Curry5, Mary4, James3, Daniel2, James McCracken1) 

Viola was born about 1900 in Oregon. 

 

Amanda Elizabeth McCracken  

(Amanda4, James3, Daniel2, James McCracken1)

husband is unknown but she married for her second husband John Whitman on April 2, 1876. He 

was born on November 16, 1842 to Joseph and Mary (Horn) Whitman. John and Elizabeth lived 

next door to her parents in 1880 with two children Mary R. age 3 and Hannah A. age 1. On the 1910 

census Elizabeth tells us that she has given birth to three children with two yet living. Her third 

child was Emma and Hannah has died. Her brother George W. McCracken at age 41 and single 

lives with them and her children are both out of the home. 

John Whitman died of a heart attack on September 15, 1916 at the home of his daughter Rebecca 

Kendall in Clearfield. He is buried in the Chestnut Grove cemetery. Elizabeth Whitman died at 

her home in Bloom Township on June 12, 1929 and is buried in the Christian Alliance Church 

cemetery in Curwensville known as Chestnut Grove cemetery. 

 

Mary Rebecca Whitman 

(Mary Whitman 5, Amanda4, James3, Daniel2, James McCracken1) 

Mary was born on April 1, 1877 and married on September 27, 1893, Herbert R. Kendall. He was 

born in May 3, 1866 to Orson D. Kendall, a native of New York, and his wife Emily (Wheeler) 

Kendall. Herbert Kendall died at his home in Curwensville on August 3, 1930. He is buried in the 
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Chestnut Grove cemetery and his wife Mary Rebecca (Whitman) Kendall died at her home on 

May 9, 1943 and is buried next to her husband. The Kendall children are; 

o Denton R. Kendall born in March 1894 in Curwensville, Pa. and died before 1910. 

o Marion E. Kendallwas born in May 10, 1895 and married Harry Paul Bachelier. He was born 

on January 25, 1892 in Osceola Mills. He was medium height and build with brown eyes 

and dark brown hair. He owned and operated a barber shop in Grampian in 1917. In 1942 

he was working for the North American Refractory in Curwensville. Their children are 

Kathryn, daughter, Janet, Rebecca, Raymond C., Samuel P. and Philip (deceased). Marion 

Kendall Bachelier died on January 21, 1975 and is buried in the Friends Cemetery in 

Grampian. 

 

o Roxie E. Kendall born in September 3, 1896 and married Carl Reed. Roxie died in August 

1985 in Curwensville. 

o Thelma M. Kendall born about 1911. 

o Roberta M. Kendall born about 1912 and married Harold Erickson and moved to 

Greenwich, Connecticut.

James Boyd Hatten  

(James Hatten6, Emma Whitman5, Amanda4, James3, Daniel2, James McCracken1) 

 J. Boyd was born in 1904 and married Beulah M. McKendrick daughter of William and Mary Ellen 

(Lines) McKendrick. She was born in 1902 and died in 1992. Her husband died in 1988. They had 

three children.

John was born in July 1861 and married October 13, 1883 Margaret Bell. She was born in September 

1858 the daughter of Samuel and Catherine (Kline) Bell of Lawrence Township. John and Maggie 

moved to DuBois prior to 1900 where they are found with four children. John was working as a 

teamster at age 33 and Maggie is 41 and reports that she has given birth to eight children  with four 

surviving. They have been married for 17 years (1883).The children are Mary E. 14, born in October 

1886, Minnie H. 10, born in September 1889, Estella P. 5, born in November 1894 and Sherman T. 

2, born in August 1897. 

They moved to Youngstown, Ohio before the 1910 census where John J. was working as a 

carpenter and the children are listed as Ella 24, a clerk at a shoe store, Minnie 20, a clerk at a 

department store, Pearl 18 and Sherman age 12 and all still single. In 1920 Minnie and Pearl are not 

at home. John J. is working as a locksmith, daughter Mary is 33 and single and Sherman is 21 and 

single. 

In 1930 we learn that Mary Ȱ%ÌÌÁȱ ÉÓ ήή ÁÎÄ ÄÉÖÏÒÃÅÄ ÂÕÔ ÓÔÉÌÌ using the McCracken surname. She

a pipefitter at a steel mill. Margaret McCracken died June 24, 1932 in Mahoning County and John 

died June 22, 1938. The surviving children of John Jacob and Maggie A. McCracken are. 

o Mary Ella McCracken born in October 1882 in Clearfield County Pennsylvania. 

o Minnie H. McCracken born in September 1889 in Clearfield County Pennsylvania. 

o Estella Pearl McCracken born in November 1890 in Clearfield County Pennsylvania. 

o Sherman Thomas McCracken born in August 22, 1897 in Clearfield County Pennsylvania. 

 

Ellen C. McCracken 

(Ellen4, James3, Daniel2, James McCracken1) 

Ellen, sixth child of James and Susanna McCracken was born in 1864 and died prior to 1880. 

Eliza D. McCracken  

(Eliza4, James3, Daniel2, James McCracken1) 

Eliza was born in 1867 and we have been unable to get a trace on her after 1880. 
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George W. McCracken  

(George4, James3, Daniel2, James McCracken1) 

George was born in April 1869. He was living with his widowed mother in Bloom Township in 

1900 and with his sister, Elizabeth Whitman and her husband and working on the farm in Bloom 

Township in 1910 at age 41. He married in 1917 Martha _____.  They are found on the 1920 census 

when he reports that he is 50 and a coalminer. His wife Martha is 41. Living with them are a 

nephew Frank Collins age 19 also a coalminer and his sister Christina Collins age 13.  A boarder, 

Rhonda Warren age 14, is also in the home. By 1930 they are living alone in Curwensville at age 61 

and 50 respectively. George died February 13, 1938 and is buried in the McClure cemetery. 

 

Susan L. McCracken  

(Susan4, James3, Daniel2, James McCracken1) 

Susan was born in 1872 no further information was found for Susan. 

Lydia F. McCracken  

(Lydia4, James3, Daniel2, James McCracken1) 

Lydia was born in May 1876 and was still living at home in 1900. We have been unable to locate 

Lydia after 1900. 

 

John D. McCracken   

(John3, Daniel2, James McCracken1) 

John D., the fourth son of Daniel and Elizabeth (Corrigan) McCracken was born about 1815 in 

Clearfield County Pa. and married Nancy Jane Bloom on July 22, 1840. She was born in 1816 the 

daughter of Isaac and Sarah (Apgar) Bloom.  They are found in 1850 in Ferguson Township where 

he is a farmer at age 32, his wife Nancy is also 32 and the children are George 7, Frampton 5, Philip 

5, Sarah A. 3, Phoebe 2 and Hiram 1 month. 

On the 1860 census John is listed as a farmer in Lumber City, Ferguson Township at age 42. His 

wife is Nancy age 41 and the children are George 19, Frampton 17, Philip 15, Sarah 14, Phoebe 12, 

Frederick 10, William 8, Harriet 7, Hannah 5, John 3 and Caroline 1. They live two doors from his 

brother Greenwood. 

On the 1870 census John is the keeper of a hotel at age 53 and his wife is Nancy is 52. The other 

members of the household are Hannah age 15 and a waiter in the hotel, John age 14, Caroline age 

12, Ann Bloom age 24 a cook in the hotel, Abbie Bloom age 5, Harriett Bloom age 1 and Peter 

Sloppy age 22 a bar tender at the hotel. Next door are his sister Ellen J. age 41 and her husband 

Joseph Wilt age 36. 
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John D. McCracken and his wife lived all their natural lives in Ferguson Township where they 

raised a family of twelve children. John died in 1892 and his wife died on August 28, 1899. (NOTE) 

Albert Y. Straw lists Eliza Jane McCracken (born in 1839 and married to George Bailey) as a 

daughter of John and Nancy McCracken, however they have no daughter named Eliza in any of 

the census reports and she was born prior to the marriage of John and Nancy, leading one to 

believe she belongs to another family. Upon further study of George Bailey we find his wife Eliza 

Jane was born in 1835 and is clearly not a daughter of John and Nancy McCracken. 

 

George McCracken  

(George4, John3, Daniel2, James McCracken1)  

George, the oldest son of John D. and Nancy (Bloom) McCracken was born in 1841 and married 

Agnes Hullihan on May 31, 1863. She was born was born in 1841 in White Township, Indiana 

County a daughter of Anthony Hullihan. In 1860 she was living with her sister and brother-in-law, 

Elliot and Jane (Hullihan) McCracken.  

George and his wife are first found on the 1870 census in Bell Township. Both are 30 years old and 

his occupation is an Inn Keeper. They have one daughter Malinda ÁÇÅ β ÁÓ ×ÅÌÌ ÁÓ !ÇÎÅÓȭ ÂÒÏÔÈÅÒ 

Samuel Hullihan  age 37 and a domestic, Elizabeth Tubs age 18 living in the home. In 1880 they are 

living in Greenwood Township and he is still a hotel keeper. They have another daughter Emma 

age 6 and a boarder A. T. Goldthread age 30.  

On the 1910 census in Greenwood Township Agnes tells us that she is 67 and widowed and that 

she is the mother of three children all living. She also reports that her parents were born in Ohio. 

Her daughter Emma lives with her and she is still single at age 35. George McCracken died April 9, 

1903. Their children are; 

 

Malinda J. McCracken 

(Malinda5, George4, John3, Daniel2, James McCracken1) 

Malinda was born in 1862 and married on March 26, 1884 Jared I. Bell son of Frampton and 

Matilda (Bloom) Bell. Jared Bell is a descendant of Arthur and Mary Elizabeth (Greenwood) Bell 

and Malinda a descendant of James and Sarah Rebecca (Greenwood) McCracken making them 

second cousins.  

Jared BellȭÓ ÆÁÍÉÌÙ ÉÓ ÆÏÕÎÄ ÏÎ ÔÈÅ ΫγΪΪ ÃÅÎÓÕÓ ÉÎ Greenwood Township with four children Grover 

15, Rilla 13, Lola 11 and George 7. On the 1910 census we learn he is going by Jerry I. Bell, is 48 years 

old, and has been married for 26 years and works at a lumber mill. Malinda is 46 with six of seven 

children yet living. The children listed are Rellie age 23, Lola 20, George 17, Margaret 9 and Robert 

1. By 1920 Jared is a widower. Robert age 10 and Lola age 30 are still at home and single. 
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Jared I. Bell died December 1, 1933 in Mahaffey at the home of his son Grover Bell. His wife died in 

1914. They are buried in the Watts cemetery in Bells Landing. 

 

Grover Jefferson Bell 

(Grover Bell6, Malinda5, George4, John3, Daniel2, James McCracken1) 

Grover was born August 22, 1884 in Bells Landing and married in 1904 Pearl Hinderl eiter . In 1900 

Pearl Hinderleiter was caring for an elderly couple in Clearfield and gives her birth date as May 

1887. In 1910 they are living in Patchinville, Burnside Township and listed as Grover J Bell 24, 

married 6 years and working as a flagman for the railroad.  His wife is Pearl age 23 and the mother 

of two children. The children are Verda age 4 and Madeline age 1 year 6 months.  

On his WW I draft registration he is described as a tall medium built man with gray eyes and 

blond hair. His next of kin was his wife Annie Pearl Bell. The 1920 Bell Township census of

By 1930 they had moved to Sproul in Greenwood Township, 

Blair County and had five children; Paul 12, Jean 11, Patty L. 6, Jack 4 ½ and Joan Witherow  8 

months old. He was a grocery store manager. In 1942 the family lived on Maple Avenue in Altoona 

Blair County where he owned a grocery store. Roxie is his next of kin. 
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Bernice Johnson  

(Bernice Johnson5, Laura4, Thomas3, Daniel2, James McCracken1) 

Bernice was born December 25, 1893 and married after 1917, William McCra cken born December 

9, 1895 in Westville Pa. to William and Mary McCracken of Scotland. His parents came here in 

1890 and 1894 respectively. He worked in the coal mines in Burnside and later in Cambria County. 

They had at least one son named William Henry McCracken III. 

 

 

Mary Johnson  

(Mary Johnson5, Laura4, Thomas3, Daniel2, James McCracken1) 

Mary was born March 26, 1896 and married about 1920, John Ward of Glen Richey. He was born 

June 18, 1894 to Henry and Janet (Mitchell) Ward. Both born in Scotland and came to America in 

1888. He was a tall slender man with blue eyes and dark brown hair. His father died before 1900 

and his mother before 1920. John and Mary are living in the home of Garry Johnson in 1930 with 

four children Laura Jeannette 8, John Henry 7, Robert 5 and Thomas 4 years old. John Ward died 

in April 1970 in Ebensburg, Cambria County. 

 

 

Blake Wayne McCracken  

(Blake4, Thomas3, Daniel2, James McCracken1) 

Blake, first son of Thomas and Elizabeth (Henry) McCracken was born December 29, 1857 in 

Lumber City, Clearfield. County Pa. and died February 7, 1950 in Mahaffey. He married in 1887, 

Annie Isabelle Richards, daughter of Christian Richards and Mary Miller.  She was born in 

Missouri on July 24, 1866 and died February 10, 1952. They are buried in the Mahaffey cemetery.  

 

Annie Richards 

The Commemorative Biographical Records of Central Pennsylvania published in 1898 reports that 

after the death of her mother in 1872, Annie was reared by strangers. Her obituary as reported in 

the Clearfield Progress published on February 11, 1952. 
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"Born in the state of Missouri, July 24, 1866, she was the daughter of the late Christian and Isabel 

Miller Richards...for the past 65 years a resident of this community, died in her home here 

Sunday, Feb.10, after a long illness. She was 85 years of age. When a child, she moved with her 

family to Philadelphia and as a young woman entered the woolen mills as a weaver. She worked 

for some time in the Williamsport mills, and then moved to the Bells Landing section to enter the 

old Johnson woolen factory where she met and married her husband Mr. McCracken. With her 

husband, she settled at Mahaffey. Mr. McCracken died in 1950. She had 17 grand-children and 19 

great-grandchildren. " 

In an attempt to locate her in the public records prior to her marriage, we found the following 

census reports that appear to be Annie (Richards) McCracken. 

August 23, 1870 ɀ Coal Township, Northumberland County Pa. Christian Richards, age 26, born in 

Pa. ɀ works in mills , Mary, age 22, born in Pa. ɀ keeping house, Annie age 4 born in Pa., Albert age 

1 month, (May) born in Pa. 

June 2, 1880 ɀ Hamilton Township, Mercer County N. J. Allison Nutt  42, farmer, Melinda 28, 

Major V. 5, Nellie E. 9 months, Annie I. Richards age 14, servant, born in Missouri, parents born in 

Germany. 

Blake McCracken was the first assessor of Mahaffey and was appointed by the court to fill a 

vacancy as tax collector. He also served as member of the council, and was justice of the peace.  

On the 1880 census Blake was listed at age 21, as a servant along with Clara Ross age 15 for James S. 

Read and his family. The Reeds were neighbors on the same street as Blake's parents. Blake's 

father Thomas McCracken, had died when Blake was only 5 years old.  

Blake and Annie are first found as a family on the 1900 census in Mahaffey where he reports that 

he was born in December 1857, is 43, has been married for 13 years and is a merchant. His wife is 

Annie and was born in July 1866, is 33 and the mother of five children all living. The children are 

Thomas R. October 1887 age 12, Irvin H. May 1890 age 10, Blake D. September 1891, age 8, Nellie A. 

April 1893 age 7 and James R. August 1898 age 1. 

On the 1910 census they added two more sons Theo age 9 and Philip age 4. In 1920 in Bell 

Township Blake is working for the U. S. Post Office. His third son Blake, is married and he and his 

wife and son live in the home. Nellie, Theo and Philip are all still at home and single as is a 

granddaughter Helen McCracken age 9. By 1930 Blake and Annie are alone with the 

granddaughter Helen (daughter of Howard)who is now 19. The children of Blake McCracken and 

Annie (Richards) are; 
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Thomas Richard McCracken

Thomas was born October 27, 1887 and died October 22, 1964 in Clearfield of a heart attack. He 

married on September 21, 1910, Ada Marie Thompson a daughter of Lester and Mary (Glenn) 

Thompson. She was born July 10, 1890 in East Brady Pa. and died March 27, 1975 in Curwensville.  

Thomas is described as medium height, stout build with gray eyes and light hair on his 1917 draft 

card. They are found on the 1920 and 1930 census reports at Mahaffey, Bell Township. He is a 

merchant operating a grocery store. In 1920 they have two children Margaret 6 and Thomas 5. 

Also in the home are her parents Lester A. Thompson age 54, working at the tannery and his wife 

Mary Jane age 50 born in Pa. her father born in Ireland and her mother in England. By 1930 

Thomas and his wife have another daughter Barbara J. Thomas was the funeral director of the 

McCracken Funeral Home in Mahaffey. The children of Thomas and Marie (Thompson)

Thomas was born August 07, 1914 at Mahaffey Pa. and died February 17, 1990. He was a veteran of 

WW II. He married on January 29, 1946, Jeanne Arble born January 01, 1922 in Dubois.  Their 

children are; Thomas F. born at Philipsburg, Mary Ann born 1948 at Punxsutawney, Sally born in 

1950 at Mahaffey, Nancy born in  1955, Rose Marie born in 1958 and Christine born in  1961 at 

Altoona. 
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Barbara Jean McCracken

Barbara was born May 05, 1927 at Mahaffey and died in February 2005. She married on August 09,

Howard Ivan McCracken

Howard, second son of Blake and Annie (Richards) McCracken was born May 31, 1890 and died 

July 16, 1971, St. Joseph Hospital in Elyria, Ohio. He is buried at Ridge Hill Memorial Park.  He was 

married twice; his first wife was Nellie Harter born in March 1893 to Frank and Mary (Jamison) 

Harter of Clearfield. Ivan and Nellie are found in Vandergrift Heights, Westmoreland County in 

April 1910. Ivan is 19 and an electrician, Nellie is 17 and they have been married for one year. Their 

daughter, Helen, was born in June of the same year. HÏ×ÁÒÄȭÓ ÓÅÃÏÎÄ marriage was to Olive 

Bernice Talcott. Their marriage license was issued in Clearfield on July 9, 1914. She is the daughter 

of William and Jane S. Talcott of Lorain Ohio. She was born in  Ohio in March 1896 and died in 

February 19, 1979 in Cleveland.  

By 1917 he is in Lorain County Ohio where he registered for the draft. He reports that he is 

married with one child and works as an electrician at National Tube. He is described as tall and 

slender with blue eyes and brown hair.  On the 1930 census in Lorain Ohio they are listed as Ivan 

39, married at age 23. He is an electrical foreman at a steel mill. Ollie is 36 and their children are 

Kathleen 10 and Howard 8 both born in Ohio. They are still in Lorain Ohio in 1942 living at 812 

West 23rd in the city of Lorain. Howard Ivan had three children, one with Nellie and two with

He is described as tall and slender with light blue eyes and light brown hair. In 1920 he and his 

widowed father are boarding at a rooming house in Harrisburg Dauphin County. He is 29 and a 

school teacher. 

By 1930 he is married and living in Duncannon at age 40 and he tells us his father was born in 

Maryland and that he is the principal at the public school. His wife Nella M. is 37 and a teacher at 

the public school. They have no children and have been married for 9 years. In 1942 he is a 

member of the school board of Duncannon.
