Descendants of John McCracken  

Son of James McCracken and Rebecca Greenwood  

 

 

ohn McCracken, seventh son of James and Rebecca (Greenwood) McCracken was born about 

1787 and married Mary Bell daughter of Arthur Bell and sister of the wives of Thomas and 

William McCracken. Mary Bell was born September 16, 1791. John McCracken is only found on the 

1830 census in Pike Township when he has three sons and three daughters. They are listed as 

(males one each) himself age 40 to 50, William 15 to 20, Arthur 10 to 15 and Isaac 5 to 10. (Females 

one each) his wife age 30 to 40, Letitia 15 to 20, Hannah 5 to 10 and Mary 0 to 5. Maria was born 

about 1831 and James after 1831. This family has moved out of Pennsylvania early and scattered 

widely and is very difficult to trace. Only fragments of information were found. 

In 1860 and 70 he and three of his daughters, Hannah, Mary and Maria are in Jacksonville, 

Morgan County Illinois. It is presumed he died in Illinois after the 1870 census at 80 + years. 

 

Letitia McCracken  

(Letitia 3, John2, James McCracken1)  

etitia aka “Lettie” was born about 1812 in Pike Township, Clearfield County and married 

Thomas Hampton of Woodward Township. He was born about 1814. The family is on the 1850 

census in Taylor Township, Centre County when Thomas is 35 and working as farm labor and 

“Lettie” is 37. They have three children; Milton age 8, Mary E. 6 and Walker age 2. By 1860 they 

have moved to Jeffries, Woodward Township Clearfield County where they remained throughout 

their natural lives. In 1860 the youngest child, Walker, is no longer listed and they have an older 

lady boarding with them Nancy Fisher age 56. (Nancy Fisher is the Aunt of Nancy Coulter. She 

was the sister of Mary Merriman and married Philip Fisher, a son of Jacob Fisher, and had a child 

Ellen in 1847 and lived next door to her parents in 1850.)

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In 1870 both Hampton children have moved out and their son Milton lives next door in 

Woodward Township. In 1880 Thomas and Letitia have an adopted son Edward Kephart age 11 

and Nancy Fisher in the home and Milton still lives next door. The surviving children are; 

 

Milton Hampton 

(Milton Hampton 4, Letitia 3, John2, James McCracken1)  

Milton was born August 18, 1842 and married about 1866, Nancy Coulter. Nancy was born in 

March 1849 in Woodward Township to John and Mary (Merriman) Coulter. As a family they are 

first found on the 1870 census in Jeffries, Woodward Township living next to his parents. Milton 

was 28 and Nancy 21. They had a daughter Clara age 2. By 1880 still living next to his parents they 

have four more children John age 10, Stacy 6, Thomas 4 and Sophia age 2.  

On the 1900 census Clara, John and Stacy have moved out of the home. The children still at home 

are Thomas W. born May 1876, Mertie L. born August 1880, Bertha E. born September 1882, 

Charles C. born August 1885, William C. born August 1888 and Cora born June 1892. Their son 

John lives next door with a wife and daughter. Nancy reports that she was born in March 1849 and 

is the mother of ten living children. Milton reports he is a miner of fireclay, was born in June 1844 

and has been married for 34 years. 

By 1910 on the census of Sandborn, Woodward Township Milton reports that he is 69 and his wife 

in 62 and they have been married for 43 years. He also tells us his wife is crippled and his son 

John, also living in the home is an invalid at age 39. We also learn that Milton and Nancy have lost 

one of their children. (Cora, the youngest child, died On April 4, 1901) The other children in the 

home are Murt, Clark and Bertha. A few doors away are their son, Stacy, and his family. 

Nancy died on March 4, 1918 at her home in Sandborn, Woodward Township and is buried in the 

Sanborn cemetery. Milton appears on the 1920 census as a widower with his son John and 

daughters Myrtle and Bertha and Bertha’s husband Cleave Kephart and their daughter Mable 

Kephart age 1 year 7 months. Milton died July 4, 1926 and is buried in the Sandborn cemetery. The 

children of Milton and Nancy are;

Clara was born in August 1868 in Woodward Township and died in 1929. She married June 9, 

1886, William Charles Goss born June 18, 1863 son of Abraham and Sarah (Mayes) Goss of 

Woodward Township. William Goss was, at one time, the treasurer of Clearfield County. In 1900 

they live in Woodward Township next to Clara’s parents with four children. William reports he is 

a miner of fireclay and has been married for 14 years and Clara has given birth to four children all 
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living. The children are Wesley age 14 born January 1881, Milton R. 10 born June 1890, Sarah E. 8 

born March 1892 and Leonard 4 born August 1895. 

By 1910 they have moved into town and are found in Clearfield 3rd ward and William is a 

merchant. He owned a bowling alley. Clara has lost two children and has another son William L. 

Goss born in 1907. Charles W. age 22 is a soldier in the U. S. Army and is reported to be married 

with one child. (No wife or child is listed.) Milton is 20 and single and works as a brakeman for 

the railroad. Sarah is 18 and single and Leonard J. age 14 is reported to be an invalid.  

In 1920 William is now working as a foreman at the brick yard Wesley is widowed and works as a 

fireman at the brick yard and Milton is assistant foreman and still single. Sarah is out of the home 

and Leonard has passed away.  

Clara died in 1929 and William is shown on the 1930 census to be widowed. His son Milton and 

his wife Ethel live in the home.  William died at his home in Sanborn on May 9, 1944 and is buried 

in the Hillcrest cemetery.  Their surviving children were; 

 

Charles Wesley Goss 

(Charles Goss6, Clara5, Milton Hampton 4, Letitia 3, John2, James McCracken1)  

Charles aka “Wesley”, oldest son of William and Clara Goss, was born August 17, 1881 and died 

August 13, 1941 at his home in Baltimore Maryland. He enlisted in the army on May 18, 1904 and 

was discharged at Fort Howard Maryland on May 17, 1909. His physical description is 5’ 8” with 

blue eyes, light brown hair and fair complexion. He reenlisted on September 26, 1908 and was 

discharged June 9, 1910 at Fort Bayard New Mexico for a disability. There was no disability shown 

on his 1918 draft card. He signed up in Baltimore and names his mother, Clara Goss of Clearfield 

as his next of kin. 

He is listed with his parents in Clearfield on the 1910 census as married less than one year with 

one living child occupation, soldier in the US Army. No wife or child listed is shown with him and 

his obituary does not mention a wife or child.  

On January 6, 1920 he is listed as Charles Goss in Baltimore Maryland age 39 and working as a 

fireman for the railroad. He is single and boarding with Katherine Glaze. On January 19, 1920 he is 

shown as a son of William and Clara Goss and listed as Wesley Goss age 30 (1890), widowed and 

working as a fireman at the brick yard. In 1930 still in Baltimore he is single age 43 (1887) and 

works as a fireman for the railroad. 
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Milton Raymond Goss 

(Milton Goss6, Clara5, Milton Hampton 4, Letitia 3, John2, James McCracken1)  

Milton was born January 28, 1889 and died June 12, 1935 in the hospital at Warren Pa. and is 

buried in the Hillcrest cemetery. He enlisted in the military in 1917 and was stationed in Texas 

with Company K 80th Division Infantry. On June 21, 1919 while at work at Paterson Clay Company 

he bent over to pick up a tool and broke his back. Doctor’s believed it was from an old injury from 

the time he spent in the army serving at the Mexican border. He married Ethel Young in 1923 and 

he and Ethel are found on the 1930 census living with his father, William, in Clearfield Borough. 

He is 40 and Ethel is 29 and working at the hospital in the laundry room. 

 

Sara E. Goss 

(Sara Goss6, Clara5, Milton Hampton4, Letitia 3, John2, James McCracken1)  

Sara, the only daughter of William and Clara Goss, was born about 1892 and married about 1914, 

Milton Byron Taylor born January 31, 1892 to Samuel and Ada Taylor of Winburne, Clearfield 

County.  In 1918, on his draft registration, at Albion, Erie County, he claims exemption for the 

support of a wife and two children. His physical description is medium height, slender, gray eyes 

and brown hair. 

They are found on the 1920 census in Albion Erie County Pa. with three children. Milton is a train 

engineer for B&L Erie railroad on the Albion to Bessemer route. He and his wife are 26 and the 

children are Ralph R. 5 (1915), Helma J. 2 years 10 months (March 1917) and Milton B. Jr. age 10 

months (March 1919) 

In 1930 Helma is not shown on the census but they have another daughter Nora E. age 9 (1921). It 

appears they have separated after 1930 as she is living in West Virginia in 1941 when her brother 

died and in 1942 he still lives in Albion and gives a Miss Betty Taylor of Holiday’s Cove West 

Virginia as his next of kin. Sara Goss Taylor died at Steubenville Ohio on December 7, 1944 and is 

buried in the Hillcrest cemetery in Clearfield County. 

 

 

Leonard J. Goss

Leonard was born about 1895 and is listed as an invalid on the 1910 census at age 14. It has been 

reported that he died in 1910 but we have been unable to verify this.

Mary Ella was born January 20, 1903 and died September 2, 1904 and is not listed on any of the

John was born in October 1869 in Centre County and married about 1897, Myrtle Bella ____ and is 

found living next to his parents in Woodward Township, Clearfield County on the 1900 census 

when he reports that he is a miner of fireclay, has been married for three years and was born in 

October 1868. His wife is Bella born December 1875 in Pennsylvania and has given birth to two 

children with one still living. Her daughter is Carrie B. born in May 1891 at 9 years old and is listed 

with the Hampton surname. Also in the home is a boarder David Phillips born June 1878, 22 years 

old. 

By 1910 John is back home with his parents and still reports to be married but no wife is listed in 

the home. He is 39 and an invalid. He is still living with his dad in 1920 and he declares to be 

single.  Also in the home are his sisters Myrtle and Bertha and Bertha’s husband, Cleave Kephart. 

John Hampton died after April 1930 when he was 60 and living with his sister Bertha Kephart. He 

had no children.

He worked in the Harbison Walker clay mines all his 

adult life. On his draft registration he was described as 5’ 10” and medium build with gray eyes 

and brown hair.

Also in the 

home is David W. Wolfe a 60 year old widower who is a blind violinist.

Melissa aka “Belle” was born in April 1863 in Megis County Ohio and married in 1889, John Scott 

Duncan son of Irish immigrants George and Rebecca Duncan. John aka “Scott” was born in March 

1855 in Athens County Ohio. They had one son Clarence born in October 1897. Melissa’s sister 

Edith Wolf lives with the family in 1900. 

 

Margaret E. Wolf

Margaret aka “Maggie” was born about 1865 in Megis County Ohio. 

 

Eugenia Wolf
