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Descendants of Margaret McCracken -Dale

Daughter of James McCracken and Rebecca Greenwood

Margaret McCracken was born between 1784 and 1794 before her family moved to Clearfield
County. She is the daughter of James and Rebecca McCracken. No official records or
census data mark her existence so all we know about her is conjecture reconstructed from
secondary sources. In following the naming pattern for this family Margaret, the second daughter
would be named for her father’s mother. James McCracken’s parents would then be Robert and
Margaret McCracken. The Robert and Margaret McCracken family of Northampton County Pa.
make very good candidates as the head of this family.

From The Commemorative Biographical Record of Central Pennsylvania, page 591 we learn that
Margaret McCracken was the first wife of John P. Dale. She married J. P. Dale about 1819/20 and
was the mother of five children before her untimely death about 1831. Margaret aka “Peggy” and
her sister Nancy McCracken each received one ewe and one lamb in the will of Dr. Samuel
Coleman written April 19, 1819 see will book A page 137 at Bellefonte. He also remembers two of
their nephews that were named for him. They are Samuel Coleman Fleming son of Sarah
McCracken and James Fleming and Samuel Coleman Hepburn son of Mary McCracken and
William Hepburn. This tells us that as of April 1819 Margaret and Nancy were still unmarried and
Sarah and Mary were married and each had children.

Margaret and John P. Dale are listed on the January 27, 1820 census in Pike Township with no
children. They both give their age as 16 to 26.

John P. Dale was the seventh of eight sons born to William Dale and Ann Bailey. On pages 590
to 592 of The Commemorative Biographical Record we learn that William Dale was born near
London England where his natural father died when he was about 5 years old. His mother
remarried and her husband took control of the estate that would have, according to English Law,
been passed to William, who was the only child. His stepfather then convinced his mother to send
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William to the American Colonies when he was about 14 and therefore defrauded him of his
inheritance. He arrived in Pennsylvania near the beginning of the Revolutionary War. He first
stayed with friends in Chester County but soon left for Canada where he lived until moving to
Lycoming County in 1780. He was a Quaker.

Ann Bailey, his wife, was of Scotch-Irish descent, born in Wales. Her family also settled in the area
that is now Loyalsock Township, Lycoming County. Here they met and were married in 1782.
Their family Bible records their children as Mary (Mrs. John Ammon) 1784, Joseph 1787, Daniel
1788, Jesse 1791, Levi 1792, George 1795, William 1797, John P. 1799 and Tolbert 1801.

William Dale died in 1802 and is buried in the Friends cemetery near Williamsport. In 1807 his
widowed wife left Lycoming County with all but the oldest of her children and moved to
Phillipsburg where they stayed for about a year before coming to Clearfield County. Mrs. Ann
(Bailey) Dale settled on Anderson Creek Hill where she built and operated a roadside inn for
travelers to the western parts of the state. She married John Wrigley soon after and had two
daughters Cynthia and Lavinia. When Mr. Wrigley died she married James Thompson Huey, they
had no children. Mrs. Ann (Bailey)-Dale-Wrigley-Huey died in 1844 at the age of 88.

John P. Dale was born September 13, 1799 and died October 4, 1883. He settled in Pike Township,
Clearfield County where he was a mail carrier on the Bellefonte to Franklin route. The round trip
would take about two weeks on horseback through some very wilderness areas where he had
made friends with the natives and was often invited in to their wigwams to stay a while and rest
and eat.

His business ventures included a sawmill he built about a mile from the stone inn that he helped
his mother manage, a hide tanning business with a partner, John McPherson, an ironworks that
he operated for twelve years and finally the stone tavern that his mother built. He was one of the
founding members of the Methodist Church in Curwensville where he would occasionally teach
and preach in the absence of the minister. He was married two more times. His second wife was
Margaret McClure who died with their infant child. His third wife was the widow Mrs. Martha
(Henry) Bell, widow of William Bell. John Dale and Martha had four children James, Jane, Joseph
and Martha.

John Dale and Margaret are only found on the 1820 census in Pike Township with no children and
the next time we find the family in 1840 he is married to Martha Henry and has 5 boys and 5 girls
in the home and he and his wife are both 30 to 40. Not far away are Thompson and Ann (Bailey)
Huey when he was 60 -70 and she was 70 - 8o.

In 1850 we find John P. Dale, listed as age 25 which is obviously an error, (should be 52) he is a
farmer born in Pa. His wife is Martha age 50 and Greenwood Bell age 47 (Another error, should be
27.) a lumberman. He is William Greenwood Bell, the son of William Bell and Martha Henry. The
other children in the home are those of John and Martha Dale; James H. 22, Clarinda 15, Joseph L.
14 and Martha 7. James T. Huey age 74 (John Dale’s latest step-father) also lives there. If this
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census is correct James H, age 22 born in 1828 would be an offspring of William Bell. The known
children of Margaret McCracken and John P. Dale are:

William A. Dale
(William Dale®, Margaret?, James McCracken')

William Dale, named for his grandfather, was born in August of 1821 in Clearfield County.
William is found on the 1850 census and shown as 28 and a cabinetmaker, his wife’s name is
Elizabeth age 23 and a child Elmira age 2. A. B. Dale 22 and Amanda age 17, both single, are also
included in the household. (These are cousins, children of George Dale, brother of John P. Dale.)
By 1860 he is listed as age 39 and a carpenter and his wife’s name is Mary age 33 no children are
listed. In 1870 he is 48 and Mary 46 and a child Elizabeth is 4. A child Joseph was born in April
1870 and died in May at age 1 month. On the 1880 census he is living in Curwensville occupation:
merchant - keeps grocery store. They have one child Elizzie age 14. On the 1900 census William
tells us he has been married 36, years (1864) and is a merchant. Mary reports that she is the
mother of one child that still lives and by 1910 her child is no longer alive. No records have been
found to indicate what happened to his first wife and child. His second wife is Mary A. McBride
believed to be the sister of William McBride and daughter of Rosanna McBride of Lycoming
County. He reports on the 1910 census that he is 88 and his wife is 87 and was married twice and
64 years to his present wife (1846). William and Mary disappear from the records after 1910.

Due to the conflicting facts in the census reports, to accurately reconstruct this
family some common sense is called for. His first wife Elizabeth aka “Mary” was
born about 1827, and married in 1846. Their child Elmira was born about 1848
and died before 1860. The mother, Elizabeth, died between 1860 and 1864 when
William married his second wife, Mary A. McBride. Their child was Elizabeth
born about 1866. See Elizabeth Dale below.

On the 1850 census William McBride is living in the home of the Hartshorns and in 1851 he was
appointed as Postmaster in Curwensville. On the 1860 census he has a home of his own with a
wife Lavina and children one of which is named Rosanna. Mary A. McBride age 38 lives with him.
William A. Dale married Mary in 1864 according to his statement on the 1900 census where he
says he has been married for 36 years. Their one child was born in 1866 when Mary was 44 years
old.

Elmira Dale
(EImira’, William Dale®, Margaret’, James McCracken')



Elmira was the daughter of William Dale and his first wife and was born about 1848 and died
before 1860.

Elizabeth Dale
(Elizabeth”, William Dale®, Margaret?, James McCracken’)

Elizabeth was the daughter of William and his second wife Mary A. (McBride) and was born in
June of 1866. Her name on the various census records is Elizzie, Lizzie and Elizabeth. She died
before 1910 with no issue. Elizabeth Dale was a school teacher in Curwensville and is pictured in a
photo with her class in 1903 in The Clearfield Progress and remembered in 1923 with other
teachers that have passed away as “Lizzie Dale”. The last census record of her is in 1900 when she
is 34, single and a school teacher.

Mary E. Dale
(Mary Dale’, Margaret’, James McCracken'’)

Mary E. (Dale) Robison is the second child of John P. and Margaret (McCracken) Dale born about
1823 and is shown on the 1850 census in Curwensville Pike Township at age 26 and as a neighbor
of her brothers William and Tolbert Dale. This family name is sometimes spelled “Robinson” in
the records. Her husband, Jackson Robison was born about 1821 and was working as a plow maker
in 1850. The children are Wilber F. 7, Emma G. 5, Tolbert G. 3 and Franklin age 1. Before 1860 he
started a foundry for manufacturing plows. On the 1860 census he is living in Curwensville and
working as a foundry man at age 39. In his household are his wife Mary 37 and children Wilber 18,
Emma 16, Tolbert 14, Leonidas 12, Thaddeus 10, John 6, James 3 and Charles 3 months.

He had three foundries in all, the first two being burned down, the third foundry on Filbert Street
he continued to operate with his sons until after 1887. On the 1870 census the children are Frank
22, Thaddeus 19, Jackson 17, John 15, Bird 13, Charles 11 and Alice 4. By 1880 they have another
daughter Clara B. age 7 and Wilber, Emma, Tolbert, Thaddeus and John no longer live at home.

Wilber F. Robison
(Wilber Robison’, Mary Dale®, Margaret’, James McCracken')

Wilber first child of Jackson and Mary Robison was born about 1842/3 and married September 27,
1865, Clara Ann Bloom born February 16, 1849 a daughter of Benjamin and Nancy (Arthurs)
Bloom. The Bloom’s and Robison’s lived a few doors apart in Curwensville in 1860. Soon after
their marriage (certainly before 1870), Wilber died leaving his wife and two small children, Wilber
Jr. born about 1868 and Mary born about 1869. Clara remarried in 1870, Richard Evans and is
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shown on that census with her two children under the Evans surname. On the 1880 census Only
Wilber Jr. aka “Fred” is listed with his mother and step father and their children. On the 1900
census she tells us she has lost two children, one being Mary Robison and an infant with Richard
Evans. Her children with Richard were Annie, Harry, Walter, Tony, Edna and James. Richard
Evans died in 1918 and Clara moved to Oil City where she died on January 5, 1938. Her body was
returned to Curwensville for burial. The only surviving child of Clara and Wilber Robison was
Wilber F. Robison Jr.

Wilber Frederick Robison Jr.
(Wilber®, Wilber Robison’, Mary Dale®, Margaret?, James McCracken')

Wilber aka “Fred” was born November 3, 1868 in DuBois and married about 1890, Della May
Nolder born October 2, 1872 in Luthersburg to George and Sophia (Goodlander) Nolen. Wilber’s
step father was a stage driver hauling freight from Bellefonte to Erie and Wilber followed this
tradition for the railroad working in the freight office as a foreman in Pittsburg. His family is
found there on the 1900 through the 1920 census. Their children were Edna A. Robison (April
1891), Harry R. (September 1892), George S. (March 1894), Kathleen E. (December 1899) and Helen
A. Robison (1906).

Edna A. Robison
(Edna®, Wilber’, Wilber Robison*, Mary Dale®, Margaret?, James McCracken')

Edna, first child of Fred and Della Robison, was born April 29, 1891 in DuBois and married Ralph
Nixon Bushman born December 28, 1885 son of Thomas and Mary A. Bushman of Sharpsburg,
Allegheny County Pa. He registered for the draft in 1918 from Sharpsburg and reported that he
was born in Pittsburg and worked for a paint contractor. He gives his wife Edna as his next of kin.
The registrar described him as medium height and build with brown eyes and dark hair.

On the 1920 census of Sharpsburg they had one son, Wilber, age 4 and his widowed father
Thomas Bushman age 7o is living with them. In 1930 they were in DuBois Clearfield County and
Wilber is 15 and Ralph’s father still lives with them and is now 81. By 1942 they were back in
Pittsburg. When Ralph died in October 1969 they were in Homestead, Allegheny County. Edna
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died on January 24, 1981 in Pittsburg.

Harry Ronald Robison
(Harry®, Wilber’, Wilber Robison®, Mary Dale®, Margaret’, James McCracken')



Harry Robison was born in DuBois on September 22, 1893 and married Edna Miller before 1917
when he registered for the draft from Pittsburg and reported that he had a wife and two children.
He also claimed exemption for a bad eye. He worked for a locomotive Stoker Company as a fitter.
He was described as tall and slender with dark blue eyes and light brown hair. In 1942 they lived

in Erie, Erie County Pa.

George, second son of Wilber and Edna Robison was born March 24, 1895 and married Ella
Funtjar born August 30, 1908 and died January 3, 1958. George died May 13, 1971. On his 1918 draft
registration he was a foreman at the Pittsburg Transfer Co. and reported a wife and child and that
he had served three weeks as a private in the infantry in Ohio. He was described as medium
height, slim, blue eyes and brown hair. He also tells us he is partly blind in the right eye.

On the 1930 census he in Warren, Trumbull County Ohio when he reports he has been married
for three years and works as a painter. His wife Ella is 21 and was born in Michigan. They have two
children; Robert 2 years 3 months and John L. 1 year 2 months. (He must have been married
twice.) In 1942 he reports he was born in DuBois Pa. and works for the Republic Steel Company.

Kathleen E. Robison

(Kathleen®, Wilber®, Wilber Robison®, Mary Dale®, Margaret?, James McCracken’)

Kathleen was born December 26, 1899 and married Raymond Schaper born March 8, 1896 to Louis
and Katherine Schaper of Pittsburg. Kathleen and Raymond were married in 1920 and are found
on the 1930 census in Pittsburg with three children Kenneth R. (1921), Ellen Mae (1927) and Louis
W. (1929). He was working as an auditor for a brokerage firm. Another daughter Ruth was born in
January and died in April 1922.

On his 1917 draft registration he was described as short and slender with blue eyes and brown
hair. He died in April 1986 in Pittsburg.
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Helen A. Robison
(Helen®, Wilber®, Wilber Robison*, Mary Dale®, Margaret’, James McCracken’)

Helen was born April 14, 1906 and died January 8, 1971.

Emma Gertrude Robison
(Emma Robison*, Mary Dale®, Margaret®, James McCracken')

Emma, second child of Jackson and Mary (Dale) Robison, was born about 1845 married Louis T.
Ross a shoemaker born about 1835. They are found on the 1870 census in Curwensville with two
children Harry 6 and Ida age 4. By 1880 they had moved to Emlenton, Venango County where he
owned a shoe store.

Harry Ross
(Harry Ross’, Emma Robison*, Mary Dale®, Margaret?, James McCracken')

Harry, first son of Louis and Emma Ross, was born May 6, 1864 in Curwensville. As a child, he
moved to Venango County with his parents. He married about 1894 a young lady from Ohio
named Florence E. Carman, daughter of Howard and Minerva (Bixler) Carman, natives of Ohio.
They are found on the 1900 census in Ottawa Township, Allen County Ohio living at 218 S. Main
Street in Lima Ohio with the household listed as; Harry Ross born in Pennsylvania in May 1865
age 35 and married 6 years and owning an oil supply store. His wife is Florence born in Ohio in
October 1872 age 27 and has had no children. Also in the home are two roomers and a partner,
namely 32 year old John Barquest an oil pumper, 50 year old, widower William McFarren a
carpenter and a 26 year old partner named Harry Elliott.

By 1905 we find Harry and Florence living in Independence Missouri. Florence died between 1905
and 1910 when Harry is a widower living in Tulsa Oklahoma with a 40 year old female roomer by
the name E. D. Watts.

Harry then married Edna Elizabeth Wilkerson. On his passport application Harry reports that he
married his current wife Edna E. on February 28, 1909. She was born November 22, 1883 in
Springfield Missouri. They had a daughter while living in Tulsa and then moved in 1920 to Long
Beach California where he died April 9, 1939. His wife died March 4, 1948. They are buried in the
Sunnyside Mausoleum in Long Beach California.

His physical description in 1924 was that of a 5° 9”, 60 year old man with a full face. He had a high
brow, straight mouth and nose, full chin and a ruddy complexion with blue eyes and gray hair.
His left index finger was missing.



During his stay in Tulsa he with a partner, Harry F. Sinclair, made a considerable fortune in the
oil business which they bought from wildcatters at 10 cents a barrel and resold at $1.20 markup.
Ross provided the storage tanks and Sinclair provided the drilling rigs. Sinclair went on to found

the Sinclair Oil Company.
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Gertrude Elizabeth Ross
(Gertrude®, Harry Ross’, Emma Robison*, Mary Dale®, Margaret?, James McCracken’)

Gertrude, daughter of Harry and Edna Ross was born November 6, 1913 in Tulsa Oklahoma and
married Daniel Blake Mottell born April 14, 1908 they had a daughter. Her husband died October
13, 1979 and Gertrude remarried and divorced Horace Lathrop who died in 1984. Gertrude died
November 30, 1990 in Tacoma Washington. She is survived by her daughter, Marlene Silva and
four granddaughters; Bonnie, Sandy, Katherine and Karen. She is buried in Sunnyside
Mausoleum in Long Beach California.

Ida May Ross
(1da Ross’, Emma Robison’, Mary Dale’, Margaret’, James McCracken'’)

Ida, daughter of Louis and Emma (Robison) Ross, was born in December 1866 at Curwensville Pa.
and moved to Venango County with her family. She married about 1890 George Warren Blodgett
born November 22, 1867 in Gilboa, Putman County Ohio a son of Stillman and Eliza M. Blodgett
natives of Ohio. Ida and George are found in Wayne County Ohio on the 1900 census when he is
an agent and telegraph operator and Ida reports no children. By 1910 they are in Jasper County
Missouri with a seven year old daughter Leonora born in Tennessee. In 1920 the family lives in
Montague County Texas. George died February 23, 1928 and his wife died about 1942. They had
one daughter Leonara.



Leonora Blodgett
(Leonora Blodgett®, Ida Ross’, Emma Robison*, Mary Dale®, Margaret’, James McCracken')

Leonora aka “Agnes” Blodgett was born October 31, 1902 in Tennessee and died October 28, 2000.
She married November 27, 1924. Thomas J. Costello 1900 -1989. They had one child.

Tolbert J. Robison
(Tolbert Robison*, Mary Dale’, Margaretz, James McCracken')

Tolbert, second son of Jackson and Mary (Dale) Robison was born in December 1847 in
Curwensville and married September 16, 1875, Mary Ella Goodwin born in March 1852, daughter of
Edmond and Catherine (Petrekin) Goodwin of Curwensville. He is a veteran of the Civil War
serving from 1864 to 1865. On September 10, 1872 the first issue of The Clearfield County Times was
published by Tolbert Robison and a group of businessmen who financed the enterprise. In 1886
Tolbert served as county auditor.

He and his family are found on the 1880 census in Curwensville when Tolbert is 32 and working in
the foundry. His wife is Ella age 26 and their son is Paul 4.

In 1900 the census report tells us Tolbert was born in December 1847 and they have been married
for 24 years. He works as a machinist. Ella M. reports she was born in March 1855 and has given
birth to four children with three still living and that her mother was born in France. Three
children in the home are; Paul G. born October 1876 age 23 and single. He is working as a book
keeper. Wayne E. born March 1881 is 19 and single and Fred P. born April 1888 is 12.

On the 1910 census still in Curwensville Tolbert is 63 and Mary Ella is 56. He is working as a
printer in a job office and they report they have been married for 33 years. Tolbert died before
1918. The January 13, 1920, census shows Ella as a widow and living alone. By 1830 her son Paul
returned home and is still single at age 53 and is working as a school teacher in the public schools.
Ella died after July 1939. Their children were Paul, Wayne and Fred.

Paul Goodwin Robison
(Paul®, Tolbert Robison’, Mary Dale®, Margaret’, James McCracken'’)

Paul was born October 15, 1876 and registered for the draft in 1918 and reported that he worked for
the American Red Cross out of Atlanta Georgia. He was single and gives his mother Mrs. T. J.
Robison as his next of kin. He is described as medium height, slender, blue eyes and brown hair.
He lived in Mexico City for a while and took a cruise from NY City in 1930. He remained single in
all records examined. He retired as supervising principal of the county schools. He died in
February 1963.
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Wayne E. Robison
(Wayne®, Tolbert Robison*, Mary Dale®, Margaret?, James McCracken')

Wayne was born in March 1881 in Curwensville and married Sophia G. Bilger born November 28,
1881 daughter of Lemuel and Ada B. (Fullerton) Bilger of Curwensville.

Wayne and his family are found in Curwensville on the April 15, 1910 census when they report they
have been married for 7 years (1903) Wayne is 29 and Sophia is 28 and tells us she has given birth
to four children all living. The children are Howard age 6 (1904 - 1972), Helen 4 (1906), Inez 2
(1908 died young) and Donald 1 year 3 months (February 1909). Sophia gave birth to their fifth
child, Harold Blair (August 1910 - 1976), two months after the 1910 census. They moved to
Meriden, New Haven County Connecticut where they had three more children before the 1920
census. The additions to the family born in Connecticut are Dorothy A. (1914 - 1981) Earl W. (1915 -
1969) and Theodore (1916 - 1974).

When Wayne registered for the draft in 1018 they were living at 322 W. Main Street in Meriden
and Sophia is his next of kin. He was working as a manager for the Connecticut & Rhode Island
Company and is described as tall, medium build, blue eyes and light brown hair.

In 1928 he was elected treasurer of the Meriden Republican Committee a position he held until his
death. In 1931 he served a term in the state senate. The 1942 draft registration finds him living at
25 Park Place in Meriden as a self employed contractor owning the Robison & Powers Company at
25 Park Place. His physical description is 510" 164 lbs., blue eyes, and gray hair with a light
complexion and wears glasses. Wayne died suddenly at his home on January 30, 1945. Their

moved with his family to New Haven County Connecticut where he married Alice C.
Cooper born June 16, 1905 and died March 6, 1990 at Meriden, Connecticut. Howard died
in June 1972 in Zephyrhills Florida. They had at least two children Richard and Edith
Robison.

0 Helen Robison born about 1906.

0 Inez Robison born about 1908 and died young.

0 Donald Robison born about February 1909.

0 Harold Robison born June 3, 1910 and died August 1976. He married and had at least four
children.

Fred P. Robison
(Fred®, Tolbert Robison®, Mary Dale®, Margaret?, James McCracken')

Fred, youngest son of Tolbert and Ella Robison was born April 7, 1888 in Curwensville and
married about 1914, Beatrice Shearer, daughter of Herbert R. Shearer. Fred is described as short,
medium build, blue eyes and light brown hair on his 1917 draft registration and reports that he is
married with a 2 year old child.

On the 1920 census he is 31 and working as a printer. His wife is Beatrice age 32, their son, Robert
age 4 and Herbert Shearer, father-in-law, age 53 and widowed also lives in the home. In 1930 they
still live in Curwensville and Fred is still working as a printer. In 1942 they still live at the same

address and Fred reports that he is self employed.

Robert is the only son of Fred and Beatrice and was born about 1916.

Franklin Leonidas Robison
(Franklin Robison®, Mary Dale®, Margaret?, James McCracken')

Franklin, aka “Frank” was born in October 1848 and married May 30, 1881, Clara Ellen Wise born
June 10, 1862 a daughter of Michael and Phoebe Ann (Michaels) Wise. They are found on the 1900
through 1920 census reports on Thompson Street in Curwensville when he worked as a house
painter. They had one son William R. born in March 1885.Frank died in July 1925. His wife died

May 14, 1950.
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William Raymond Robison
(William®, Franklin Robison®, Mary Dale®, Margaret’, James McCracken')

William was the only son of Frank and Clara and was born March 2, 1885 and married Bessie Erma
Gerwill. William died in a tragic accident on August 12, 1929 leaving a wife and three sons.
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Thaddeus Robison
(Thaddeus Roibson®, Mary Dale’, Margaretz, James McCracken')

Thaddeus, was born in October 1850 and married July 2, 1877 Lucy J. Goff born in November 1857
to Charles and Lydia Goff of Bloom Township. They are living in Curwensville for the 1880 census
and have two daughters Nora age 1 and Jessie age 3 months.

On the 1900 census in Curwensville, Thaddeus reports he was born in October 1850, has been
married for 23 years and works as a painter. His wife Lucy J. was born in November 1857 and has
given birth to eleven children with six still living. There are five children in the home; Jessie I.
born March 1881 age 19, Russell C. born February 1889 age 12, Alice M. born February 1891 age o,
Josephine B. born August 1894 age 5 and Mervin D. born February 1897 age 3. By 1910 Lucy is a
widow boarding in Philipsburg along with her daughter Alice age 19 who is working as a
telephone operator.

By 1920 Lucy is living in Buffalo NY as a 65 year old widow. Her son Charles age 32 works as an
interior decorator.

Jessie was born in March 1881 and married about 1904 George P. Hartman and moved to Buffalo
NY before 1910 where they are found with three children; Helen, Russell and Gerald Hartman.
Jessie died before 1930, when we find George as a widower in Pittsburg.
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Charles Russell Robison
(Charles®, Thaddeus Roibson®, Mary Dale®, Margaret?, James McCracken')

Charles was born February 13, 1888 in Curwensville and registered for the draft in 1917 from
Buffalo NY at age 29. He reported that he was married with two children and works as a painter
for Mitchell Parker and Brown. He is described as short and slender with gray eyes and brown
hair.

In 1920 Charles, his wife Pearl and their two children are living in Buffalo NY with her mother and
brother. The listing is Louise Mix 65 and widowed. Harry M. Mix 28 and single working as a
marine engineer, Charles R. Robison 32 working as an interior decorator, his wife Pearl 26 and the
children Charles R. age 7 and Louise ages.

By 1930 Charles and his wife are no longer shown on the census and the children live with
relatives in Tonawanda NY. Charles Jr. age 17 and single, lives with Pearl’s sister and her husband
Benjamin and Lotta Cowles and Louise age 13 lives a few doors away with Pearl’s mother and
brother, Harry.

Mervin Dumont Robison

Mervin was born February 13, 1897 and is found living with his sister Jessie and her husband
George Hartman in Buffalo NY and with his mother in Buffalo NY in 1920. In 1942 he and his wife
Clara live in New York City. Mervin died in August 1981 in Flagler Beach Florida.

Jackson Robison Jr.
(Jackson Robison®, Mary Dale®, Margaret?, James McCracken')

Jackson, fifth son of Jackson and Mary (Dale) Robison was born October 1854 and died July 10,
1917. He married and had a daughter, Cora, born March 1873 who married Herman Smay and had
two sons that survived childhood. Jackson is buried in the Oak Hill cemetery.

Cora Robison
(Cora’, Jackson Robison*, Mary Dale®, Margaret’, James McCracken')

Cora was born March 27, 1873 and married Herman Smay and is found on the 1900 census in
Curwensville. The household consists of Herman Smay born September 1866 age 31 (this seems to
be a math error). He reports they have been married for 10 years. His wife Cora was born March
1873 age 27 and has given birth to three children with two still living. The children are Harry E.
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born August 1891 age 8 and Charles T. born in July 1898 age 1. Herman'’s brother, John age 20 also
lives in the home.

By 1910 they have moved to Altoona, Blair County where we find them on that census. Herman is
working as a carpenter and Harry as a house painter. They have a boarder, Daniel McCracken age
59 and widowed. In 1920 they moved back to Clearfield County and are found at Glen Richey
Lawrence Township with their son Charles age 21 living at home. Cora died January 5, 1970. Her
obituary states she is the daughter of Jack and Elda (Robison) Robison.

Harry E. Smay
(Charles Smays, Cora’, Jackson Robison*, Mary Dale’, Margaretz, James McCracken')

Harry was born in August 1891. Harry was last seen on the 1910 census in Altoona and did not
register for the draft in 1018. No further records of Harry were found.

Charles Smay
(Charles Smay®, Cora’, Jackson Robison*, Mary Dale®, Margaret?, James McCracken’)

Charles was born in July 1898 and married in 1921, Agnes L. born about 1900 to Scottish father.
They had a son Charles F. Smay Jr. born January 3, 1922 who served in the Navy during WW II. He
died February 5, 1994 and is buried in the Indiantown Gap National cemetery.

John Robison
(John Robison®, Mary Dale®, Margaret?, James McCracken')

John, son of Jackson and Mary Robison was born about 1854 in Curwensville, Clearfield County
and is found on the 1860 and ’70 census reports with his parents. No further movements were
found.

James Byrd Robison
(James Robison*, Mary Dale®, Margaret?, James McCracken’)

James was born about 1857 according to the 1870 census and 1859 according to the 1880 census.
He was at home with his parents in Curwensville and working as a telegraph operator in 1880. He
married Mary Ann Thomas who was born about 1857 and died February 15, 1896 leaving four
young children. James died in November 1903 in Garden City Missouri. Their children were;

Klause Robison

in Brookville, Union Township Jefferson County to John and Laura Green. They had no children
and are found in 1910 in Brookville, 1920 in Westmoreland County, 1930 Indiana County and back
in Brookville in 1942. Klause was a barber and had his own shop wherever he went. He was a

medium built man with gray eyes and brown hair.

Mildred was born in 1887 and is found living with her brother Wilber and his wife in Vandergrift,
Westmoreland County in 1920 at 32 and single.

(Wilber®, James Robison*, Mary Dale®, Margaret?, James McCracken')

Wilber was born October 5, 1888 in Royersford Pa. He is living with a cousin S. L. Stewart in Perry
Township Jefferson County in 190o0o. He married about 1912, Mary Edith __ . They lived in
Vandergrift, Westmoreland County from 1920 until he died in February 1967. He worked in the
Steel Mill and they had two children; Mary Helen (1914) and Max S. Robison (1916).

(Charles Robison®, Mary Dale®, Margaret’, James McCracken')

Charles was born in April 1860. He married a girl named Bell about 1883 and they lived next to his
brother Frank in Curwensville when the 1900 census was taken. The household is listed as Charles
age 40 born April 1860 married 17 years and working as a house painter. Bell is 36 born in March
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1864 and their son is Samuel born in March 1889. On the 1910 census Charles is living alone and
tells us he is divorced.

Alice Robison
(Alice Robison’, Mary Dale®, Margaret?, James McCracken')

Alice was born about 1866.

Clara B. Robison
(Clara Robison*, Mary Dale’, Margaretz, James McCracken’)

Clara was born about 1873.

Tolbert Dale
(Tolbert Dale®, Margaret?, James McCracken')

Tolbert Dale is the second son of John P. Dale and Margaret McCracken. (Not to be confused with
his cousin by the same name.) He was born in 1825 and is shown on the 1850 census of Pike
Township Clearfield County as a neighbor of his brother William Dale at age 25 and a plow
maker. His wife is Mary age 20 and a daughter Margaret E. age 2.

He married on September 7, 1845, Mary Angeline Lobaugh born April 29, 1829 a daughter of Sidle
and Margaret (Saxton) Lobaugh of Licking Township in Clarion County. Her paternal
grandparents are Abraham and Mary (Sidel) Lobaugh from Armstrong County.

Tolbert enlisted as a sergeant in the Civil war on July 5, 1861 and received a discharge for disability
on June 21, 1862. He served with Company E 39™ infantry regiment Pennsylvania. He and his
family moved to Clarion County prior to 1860 where is found on the 1860 census at age 36 and
wife Mary is 31. The children are: Margaret 12, Joseph W. 8, David 7, Mary 4 and Lillie A. age 2. In
1866 he sold his Clearfield County property 1 mile west of DuBois junction on the old Erie
turnpike to Samuel Postlethwait. No more records are found for Tolbert Dale’s two youngest
children who are found in the Soldiers Orphan School in 1870. Mary died May 27, 1895.
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Joseph Warren Dale

Joseph W. Dale is the oldest son of Tolbert and Mary (Lobaugh) Dale born in 1853 in Clearfield
County and moved to Licking Township, Clarion County with his parents. He married, in 1872,
Hannah Galbreth daughter of James C. and Susan Galbreth. The Joseph W. Dale family is listed on
the 1880 Clarion County census with the following children. Rosa B. age 7, Walter C. 5, Edna M. 3
and Tolbert R. age 1. The family then moved to Oil City in Venango County where they are found
from 1900 through 1930.

On the 1900 census Joseph reports that he was born in September 1852 has been married for 28
years and works as a foreman. His wife Hannah was born in March 1855 and seven of her eight
children are still living. Blanch their oldest daughter is listed in the home with the Dale surname
and also listed in the home of her husband next door with his surname “Miller”. The other
children are Walter C. born March 1875 age 25 and single, a daughter ***lian (unreadable) born
July 1899 age 10 and Ralph born November 1892 age 9.

In 1910 Joseph is the owner of a billiard room and tells us he has been married for 36 years.
Hannah has given birth to eight children with six still living. Tolbert and Ralph are the only two
children at home both are single. In 1920 they list him as “John W.” he is 68 and works as a janitor
at the YMCA building. Tolbert age 40 and his brother Ralph age 27 still live at home. Also in the
home is Hannah’s mother Susan Galbrith age 95 and widowed.

In 1930, Joseph is 78, widowed and living with his daughter Blanch Miller. Hannah died after 1920
and Joseph after 1930. Their children are;

Rosa Blanch Dale
(Rosa’®, Joseph?, Tolbert Dale®, Margaret’, James McCracken')

Rosa was born February 1873. She is shown on the 1900 census as living with her parents and also
in the home of her husband Ralph Miller. She married Ralph John Miller son of ]. Coleman
Miller, a native of NY and his wife Matilda. Ralph was born in Bradford County on June 27, 1874.
He and Blanch were married in Ridgway on March 25, 1896 and started their family with the birth
of their first son Coleman Dale Miller born in 1897 at Canton, Pa. They moved to Seneca,
Cranberry Township Venango County before 1900 where they and their son Dale, are living next
to her parents Joseph and Hannah Dale.

When Ralph registered for the draft in 1918 he gave Blanch as his next of kin and was described as
medium height and build with blue eyes and brown hair.

Merle Dale married and moved to Buffalo NY.

Alice was born about December 1916 and married Wellington Lucas. They made their home in
Seneca, Cranberry Township Venango County Pa. They had at least one daughter.

Walter Courtney Dale
(Walter®, Joseph®, Tolbert Dale®, Margaret’, James McCracken')

Walter, second child of Joseph Dale was born March 21, 1875 and married about 1908 May Louise
Snyder daughter of Stephen and Margaret (Miller) Snyder. May was born April 27, 1883 and died
March 18, 1968 at the hospital as Mary Harrier. They lived in separate households on the 1930
census of Venango County. Walter age 55 and his son Walter Jr. age 21 live in Oil City and Mary L.
and her daughter Margaret live in Franklin where Mary is working as a kitchen maid at a hotel. It
would appear they were divorced and she remarried. He was a machinist and is described as
medium height, slender, blue eyes and brown hair. They had two children Walter C. born about
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1908 and Margaret born about 1912 in Oil City, Venango County. Walter and his son moved to
Youngsville, Warren County Pa. His children are;
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Walter C. Dale Jr.
(Walter®, Walter®, Joseph*, Tolbert Dale®, Margaret’, James McCracken')

Walter was born June 23, 1908 and moved with his father to Youngsville, Warren County Pa.
where he owned and operated several service stations. He married in Jamestown NY, November 5,
1931, Treva Whaley. They had two children Doris and Robert Dale. Walter died December 25, 1975
at the Warren General hospital and is buried in the Warren County Memorial Park cemetery.

Margaret L. Dale
(Margaret®, Walter’, Joseph”, Tolbert Dale®, Margaret?, James McCracken’)

Margaret was born July 26, 1913 in Oil City and married Roy L. Benninger. Roy died in May 1941
and Margaret and her three children moved to Sharon, Mercer County Pa. where she died on
November 29, 1974. She is buried in the Heckathorn cemetery. Her children are Treva who
married Howard Nuhfer, Pauline who married Samuel Cole and Technical Sergeant Paul
Benninger of the United States Air Force.

Edna M. Dale
(Edna’, Joseph®, Tolbert Dale’, Margaret’, James McCracken')

Edna, daughter of Joseph and Hannah (Galbreth) Dale was born about 1877. We have been unable
to find further records of Edna after the 1880 census in Licking Township Clarion County when
she was 3.

Tolbert Roy Dale
(Tolbert’, Joseph*, Tolbert Dale®, Margaret?, James McCracken')

Tolbert, second son of Joseph, was born May 21, 1879 and served with Company L 14™ Infantry as a
corporal in the Philippines where he is found on the 1900 census at age 21. On the 1910 and 20
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census reports he is back in Oil City living with his parents. He was sick and unemployed when he
registered for the draft in 1918 and still unemployed in 1920. There are no further records of him
after this. It doesn’t appear he ever married.

Warren aka “Ralph” was born November 23, 1892 and was still single when he registered for the
draft in 1917, a resident of Oil City, reports he was born in Ridgway, Pa. and works as a tire
repairman currently unemployed. He is described as medium height, slender build, bluish gray
eyes and dark brown hair. He married about 1920 Alice Barnes born December 12, 1899 in Beaver
Falls Pa. They had a daughter on September 2, 1925, Margaret Louise who married Robert E.
Hoffman. Warren and his family moved to Grove City, Mercer County before 1942 where they
lived when he registered from 209 Blaine Street giving Alice B. Dale as his next of kin.

He enlisted in the Marines at Cleveland Ohio on September 12, 1917 and had assignments in
Philadelphia, the Azores, Norfolk Virginia and the Marine Flying Field in Miami Florida before
being discharged July 31, 1919.

The second daughter of Tolbert and Mary Dale was born about 1856. She and her sister Lillie
were living in Dayton, Wayne Township Armstrong County at the Soldiers Orphan School in 1870.

Lillian A. Dale
(Lillian, Tolbert Dale’, Margaret’, James McCracken'’)

The third daughter of Tolbert and Mary Dale was born about 1858 and living at the Soldiers
Orphan School in 1870.

Angelina Dale
(Angelina Dale®, Margaret?, James McCracken')

The fourth child of John P. and Margaret Dale was born about 1827. It has been previously
reported in other publications that she married John Ammon and had a daughter. This
information conflicts with the family Bible records that record Mrs. John Ammon as Mary Dale,
sister of John P. Dale. No records have been found for Angelina Dale.

Margaret E. Dale
(Margaret Dale®, Margaret McCracken’, James McCracken'’)

Margaret E. Dale, daughter of John P. and Margaret (McCracken) Dale, was born about 1830 and
married on February 21" 1850 Edward W. Brooks, born in August of 1830 a native of South
Carolina. They are on the 1850 census in Bell Township and both are 20 years old.

By 1860 on the Lawrence Township census they lived in Grampian Hills and had five children;
Maria 9, Lucinda 8, Florence 7, John 6 and Martha J. 5. Additional children on the Lawrence
Township 1870 census are William 9, Edward 6 and Idella age 2 (Lucinda, Florence and Martha
are no longer listed with the family) and by 1880 in Boggs Township another child Clara age 8 is
added to the family Annie age 30 and Idella age 12 are the other children at home in 188o.

David Young and his family are found on the 1880
census in Greenwood Township. He is 27 and a farmer, his wife is 28 and the children are Sarah G.
4, Anna M. 3 and Flora J. age 2.

On the 1900 census in Greenwood Township David reports that he was born in February 1853 and
has been married for 25 years and Lucinda was born in March 1852 and is the mother of nine
children all living. The children listed are Elvira born September 1880, Truman born April 1882,
Rebecca born December 1883, Clara born October 1885, Elbridge born April 1887 and William
born September 1891. Lucinda’s widowed father, Edward Brooks also lives with the family. He was
born August 1830 in South Carolina. On the 1910 census Rebecca is now called Chrissie and by
1920 Lucinda is a widow. Her husband died after May 1912 when he transferred a deed to T.
Jefferson Bell. In 1930 Truman is the head of the household consisting of his sister Chrissie, nieces
Genevieve and Helen Patterson and mother Lucinda. Lucinda died August 28, 1931 and is buried
in the Watts cemetery.

Sarah aka “Gertrude” was born about 1876 and married about 1900 David ]. Patterson son of
George and Sarah Patterson of Jordan Township. David and Gertrude are first found on the 1900
census in Greenwood Township when they are both 23 with no children. On the 1910 census they
report they have been married for g years and he works in the coal mines. Gertrude reports that
she has given birth to five children with four still living. The children are Joseph R. age 8, Lemoine
Y. age 6, Truman A. age 4 and Genevieve N. age 1 year 1 months.
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Gertrude died in 1916 after giving birth to three more children Clare, Donald and Helen. David
then married Fannie Johnson, the widow of Charles K. Johnson of Grampian. Fannie and David
are found on the 1920 census in Grampian with a blended family consisting of his seven children,
four of hers and one of theirs.

His children are Joseph 18, Lemoine 16, Truman 14, Genevieve 12, Clare 9, Donald 7 and Helen
Patterson 3). Her children are (Edward 24, Keenan 21, Charles 19 and Mary Johnson 16). Their
child is (Beatrice Patterson 1).
