In 1830 in Beccaria Townshiphe has males, one 5/10 (George), two 10/15 (Cornelius and
Robert), two 15/20 (James and David), two 20/30 (William and John Nicholas) and himself
50/60. Females are 2 under 5 (Rachaind Catherine), one 5/10 (Sarahand one 40/50 his wife.

Then in 1839 he is assessed in the first count of Ferguson Townshgnd in the 1840 Jordan
Township census he has males one 2 (Levi) two 20/30 (Georgeand Robert) and himself

60/70 and the females are two 10/15Rachel and Catherine) one 15/20 (Sarah) and his wife
50/60.

The 1850 census of Ferguson Township shows RobévicCracken as age 72 and a farmer. His
wife Rachel is 63, Levi age 26 and Rachel age 22.was about this time that he sold his
property in Ferguson Township to George Williams from Centre County and movedto Knox
Township about a mile above New Millport, Pa where he raised a family of 8 sons and 3
daughters. He lived here until his death in 1852. He married Rachael Straa daughter of
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Nicholas Strawand Mary Catherine Dale(See pg 2 Rachel was born in 1789 and died in 1857.
She is buried with her husband in Fruit Hill Cemetery. Robert McCracken and Rachel Straw
were married in 1806 and werdhe parents of eleven children.

Read to take the first count of taxable men and property in Chincleclamousche Township.

Among those in the territory at that time were Greenwood Bell, the father of Mary Elizabeth

It has been claimed that William Bloom served for six years in the Rvolutionary War but no
proof of that claim has been found yet.

He came to Clearfield County in the spring of 1800 from the Nittany
Valley in Centre County and built a cabin at the mouth of Anderson Creek near Curwensville
The area was later known as "the Pee Wee's Nest" and is now Irvin Park. He had brought with
him two sons, Johnand Benjamin and his daughter ElizabethAEA @"8AORIEUAAAOE xAO
John 14, and Ben about 10. Their cabin had no door, as there were no sawmills yet to make
boards, so they hung a blanket in the doorway to keep the wind out. Mr. Bloom cleared a
little patch of groun d and planted turnips. He returned to Nittany that fall to bring the rest of

the family, leaving the children to keep the cabin until he got back. For some reason, perhaps
a severe winter, he didn't get back until the next spring. John went off to hunt and live with

the Indians and left Betsy and Ben alone all winter with nothing but turnips to eat.

William and Mary Bloom had a family of eleven children. Mary (Mettler) Bloom died at her
home in Clearfield County on August 1, 1827 and her husband, William Bloom, died 9 months
later on May 1, 1828.

Their son John was the fourth child and father of Matthew Bloom and grandfather to Melissa
He was born January 25, 1786 in Potter Township, Centre Qoty, Pa. He married Susannah
