This family has been well documented by Raymond Martin Bell F.A.S.G inThe Bells in
Dauphin County before the Revolutiorand The Bells of Stony CreekMartin Bell tells us the
immigrant ancestor of the Clearfield family is John Bellwho was born in Ireland and died in
Newtown Township, Bucks County Pa. before October 29, 1751 when the inventory of his
possessions was made. The letters of administration were granted to his youngest son
William Bell and filed November 8, 1751.

William Bell was a weaver by trade and born in Irelard about 1717 and came to the colonies
with his family about 1719. He marriedn 1748 Letitia (Nelsor) Jolly daughter of Henry Nelson
and widow of Samuel Jolly Samuel Jdy was murdered prior to 1745 in Paxton Township,
Lancaster County. William Bell died in Derry Township, Westmoreland County in 1806.



Arthur Bell is the youngest child of William and Letitia (Nelson-Jolly) Bell. He was born
August 1, 1761 in Middletown near Harrisburg Pa. He married Mary Elizabeth Greenwopd
daughter of Joseph Greenwood, on March 10, 1783 in Cumberland Coura. They were the
parents of eight children with Rebecca Bell being the third child who married Thomas
McCracken son of James McCracken red Sarah Rebecca (Greenwood) McCracken. Two

Arthur Bell served in the Cumberland County Militia as a private in 1776 and is found in
Dauphin County, Pennsylvaniain 1788 and Lycoming County in 1790 and between 96 and
1802 he made the move to the territory now known as Clearfield County, &

Thomas McCrackenis first found on the 1806 list oftaxablesin Clearfield and is not listed asa
freeman so he probably was married prior to 1806. @ the 1830 census in Pike Township he
has 5malesranging in age from under 5 to over 20 and himself 40 to 50. He has one daughter
between 10 and 15 and his wife is 30 to 40. By 1840 he has another daughter between 5 and 10
and four sons still at home. Thamas McCracken died in 1847 in Ferguson Township aged 66
years.

Alfred McCracken Exemplar of Pioneer Spirit died November 171927

Alfred McCracken was one of the stalwart citizens of Ferguson Township. He was a good
neighbor, reliable in all his dealings and respected by all who knew him. He was a man of
frugal and exemplary habits ard contributed his life to home building and that pioneer spirit
that cleared the land, made timber and hewed out a home (with the help and devotion of a
loyal wife) by felling trees, building fences and tilling the soil. Mr. McCracken will be greatly
missed by his neighbors and many friends, but his stalwart sons and devoted wife still remain
near to carry on his work.
